Protection of the Baltic Sea Environment from Harmful Impacts of Installations and Transports

1. To support the international Campaign against the construction of new NPPs in Finland and in Russia (Green World, Russia + Finland + ???+ CCB organisation). Translate European Antinuclear Petition into national languages and take part in the campaign “ 1 million signatures against new nuclear power plants in Europe”.

2. CCB Campaign against the prolongation design limit of the old NPPs  in Europe. To stop international support for the prolongation of the old NPPs.

3. Small Hydro Power Plants and the protection of the small rivers + to lobby a more  strict requirements for HPPs exploitation and lobbying for necessary changes in the laws, concerning the construction and exploitation of HPP(Lithuania + Byelorussia ???),  Seminars, Publications, Lobby, 2005 CCB not supported; 

4. Oil terminal constructions in Latvia (5 new oil terminal plant construction in Riga and Liepaja. How to influence planning process and reach maximum people awareness on Riga port and Riga City Development plan(Spatial planning) before Environmental Impact assessment is started.(Proposed actions are- video film on environmental values of the port territory. Leading party – VAK FOE Latvia, Sandra Jakushonoka).

5. To implement PSSA measures first for the Gulf of Riga and the Gulf of Finland for those territories which are within and close the territory of Ramsar Convention and Nature 2000 (Cooperation of Latvia, Estonia, Lithuania and Russian green movements). Actions will be provided (developed) later. Develop on local levels decision for the promotion of this status on national level and co-operate on this working process within the countries and involving Helsinki Commission in awareness process. Output- a common map which we propose for PSSA areas. This map will provide names of environmental education institutions where anybody can get broader information on PSSA necessity and importance in Ramsar and Nature 2000 territories (Russia- Oleg Bodrov, Latvia – Elita Kalnina, Sandra Jakushonoka).

6. Alternative research on Economic and environmental benefits versus economic and environmental losses for Daugava river port territory provided for decision making institutions in Riga city.  To get this information into the final Environmental Impact Assessment.(Leading party – VAK FOE Latvia, Elita Kalnina). 

7. D-6 follow up. Civil liability, actions against Lukoil together with Latvian collogues, lots of funny actions in local gas stations (One of the actions would be giving cut onions to people who are buying gas (because Lukoil in translation from Russian into English means- Onion Oil. This action would symbolize that environment cries from gas extraction leakages in the Baltic Sea. Coordinated action on the day when first oil will be extracted from D -6. (leading party –Atgaja, Linas Vainius).

8. Industrial harmful installations in Poland. Detailed action plan will be submitted within two months. Co-operation with Danish organization, common conference. Direct this problem to European Commission and Helsinki Commission. Provide other CCB network with elaborated action plan. Other countries can use this information and experience for actions in local countries. (Leading party – Polish Gaja, Anna Roggenbuck.). Latvia is planning to develop action plan for odour aspect of the industrial production.

9. Ballast water campaign, lobby in HELCOM and at National level for ratification of BWConvention  Green Federation, Secr.
