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Proposals from CCB for the Draft of the Eutrophication segment of the HELCOM Baltic Sea Action Plan

Proposals for amendments in italics.

For Annex 3 to the Minutes of the Helcom BSAP Eutro Exp/2007 meeting.

On page 14 

-Large animal enterprises (intensive livestock farming) with more than 40 000 places for poultry, 2000 places for fattening pigs or 250 sows including piglets and 250 AU for cattle will be considered as point sources and shall have an integrated permit setting standards equal to those for other point sources , corresponding to a maximun nutrient run-off to receiving waters of 4,4 kg N/pig, year and 0,4 kg P/pig, year ; 11 kg N/ sow, year, 0,9 kg P/sow, year.

(Comment: these figures are calculated as 90 % P-reduction and 50 % N-reduction  from estimated N and P discharges from pigs (8,8 kg N/ year, 3,6 kg P/ year) and sows (22 kg N/ year, 9,0 kg P/ year) 

“Standards equal to those of other point sources”  should be compared to standards of municipal sewage treatment, which would mean requirements for 90 % P-reduction and 50 % N-reduction.

On page 14

-Farms/enterprises with more than 75 AU and below the threshold stated above shall have a simple environmental permit system to ensure the implementation of the requirements of Helsinki Convention Annex III on Prevention of pollution from agriculture.

On page 14

-A designation of all intensively used agricultural land of the whole catchment area of the Baltic Sea Countries as a nitrate vulnerable zone where xxx (lower than 170) kg/ha per year nitrates for manure and 22 kg P/ha as a 5-year average is applied.
