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CCB proposals for actions to the new HELCOM Baltic Sea Action Plan

Below you find proposals for important actions to be included into the draft BSAP

Actions concerning Hazardous Substances

Salmon/sprat and dioxins

- To develop measures, connected to the fisheries sector, that can remove dioxins from the Baltic Sea ecosystem, such as collection of of fish-waste (e g cod-liver, salmon fish-waste) to be transported for destruction/incineration. Introduce subsidies for such services from fishermen.

- Consider focused fisheries targetted for sprat, with high dioxin content, for destruction of the dioxins in sprat via incineration, and corresponding mechanisms.

Actions concerning Maritime Activities

No introduction of alien marine species from ships

- Mandatory reporting of ballast water origin ( from what marine or inland waters, salinity etc) from all ships with ballast water that enters the Baltic Sea, via the Danish Sounds or via rivers and canals (Odra/Elbe/Danube and Ponto-Caspian areas), to get control of potential risks with ballast water in the Baltic Sea

- Introduce a permission procedure for all ships that would like to release ballast water in the Baltic Sea. The permit will point out certain spots and areas for releases (avoid release of ballast waters in harbours/ports which can act as spreading centers for alien species), to reduce risks for possible introduction of alien aquatic species

- Perform a study on Risks for introduction of alien marine species via shipping from Caspian and Black Sea. Search and examine information on shipping transports, ballast water releases, statistics etc, on shipping in Russian rivers and canals to the Batic Sea, and evaluate potentail risks with such transports

- Produce a report on distribution of alien aquatic species from the Ponto-Caspian region in rivers and canals in the NW Russian catchment of the Baltic Sea, and evaluation of potential risks  for unintentional introductions to the Baltic Sea 

Actions concerning Eutrophication

· Identification of a list of Hot Spots on a plant by plant basis concerning big animal farms (< 2000 pigs)

· Introduction of requirements to reduce inputs from small- and medium-sized municipalities (< 2000 pe, 2- 10 000 pe) and single-family homes

· Introduction of a ban of phosphorus in detergents
