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CCB-PROPOSALS FOR THE BA21 WIM MEETING 19-20 AUGUST 2004

Proposals for Criteria for identification of BA21 Lighthouse projects

After the discussion at the WIM 1 on 1 July 2004, and the proposals we made at the meeting, we submit the following proposals:

· Projects must be relevant for the whole region, and contributing to solve identified key environmental/ecological problems for the BSR

Comments: If BA21-participants, mainly coming from the environmental sector, would not support such criteria, CCB would find such opinions very strange. BA21 projects should also contribute to the social and economical development, but if the project activities would not “contribute to solve identified key environmental/ecological problems for the BSR”, such projects should be excluded and not be supported by BA21. If the main partners of BA21 would not support this proposal, CCB will consider if participation in the BA21-process is meaningful for the future.

· Projects must clearly describe how the project will contribute to the solution of the actual identified environmental/ecological problem

· Projects must include a component on Public Awareness and Environmental Education (PA&EE), to spead the results wide and effeciently in the BSR (Mandatory component)

· The PA&EE component of projects should correspond to a budget level of 5 % of the total project budget

· Projects must include description of a clear mechanism for funding of the project (to be considered)

· Projects including more than one sector ( cross-sectorial, integrated approach) should get extra merits

Indicators for the BA21 Lighthouse projects

There is also a need to develop clear INDICATORS for the Lighthouse projects, that will monitor how the projects contribute to reach sustainablility in the BSR.

All BA21 partners should come with such proposals. CCB has so far not had time to develop such proposals yet. 

More proposals and ideas may come later on.
