Important components, from a CCB pespective, to be included in all RBMP
(RiverBasinManagementPlan) in the Baltic Sea Region
CCB organisations should focus on the following issues to be raised on national level

discussions on RBMP:

-On Transboundary river with EU and third country, international public consultations should
be encouraged

-Promote Public Advisory Board for River Basin Management to be established in most river
basins, or at least in basins where local NGOs have showed interest to be consulted

-Encourage local NGOs to participate in development of RBMP, and provide such
stakeholders with the CCB produced materials connected to river management

- Encourage proposals for establishment of Nitrate Sensitive Areas in all areas with intensive
farming, to control the nutrient run-off

-Require clear guidelines for measures to reduce nutrient run-off from farming parctices
- Require establishment of Wastewater management plans for the river basin, where Waste
Water Treatment in small settlements and rural areas (Single-family homes) with the use of

eco-sanitation systems will be encouraged

-Present proposals for clear goals to safeguard important fish populations (e g salmonids,
vimba, lamprey etc) in river basins to be set up within the the developed RBMP
