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Brain storm:

1. Short term goals (objectives)

WE WANT!!!

Balance between industrial and environmentally friendly business in the coastal areas.

Providing free access to the coastal areas for people.

Coastal areas should be OPEN FOR ENERYBODY!!

Objectives:

Promotion of sustainable decisions for development of local coastal communities
Promotion of public participation, involving more people to the planning process in the coastal areas, making environmentally friendly regulation for the local area.

To include and integrate representatives of NGOs to the planning  process.

Raise public awareness concerning bad and good coastal decisions. Collect and distribute positive examples.

Develop CCB as an international instrument for increasing the pressure to polluters, for strengthening national NGOs in their work 

Lobbying legislation for protection coastal zones (coast and part of the water area) – against private building in the coastal zone.

2. 1. International activities

Translation the brochure “Checking coastal conservation” into Latvian, Russian and other languages. Dissemination in the countries (VAK, CB…)

Follow up conference “Checking coastal conservation – 2 years later”. (2006 - big preparation work… two or more responsible NGOs)

To establish CCB Award Ceremony for the good coastal decisions (and for the bad!!) – for local community.

Start on the national level – then disseminate on the international level (Wolfgang)

Investigate outcomes of public hearings and public participation in Latvia, Germany and… . Compare and analyze this practice, make recommendations how to develop this process and procedures (Inese Eistere, VAK-FOE Latvia).

CCB Ship-campaign “Gulf of Finland 2005” for raising public awareness and promote SD of Baltic Sea region.

2.2. National activities

Lobby work against the planned bridge across Fehmarnbelt (from Fehmarn to Lolland, Denmark) (BUND)

Public hearings on the new coastal projects on the South shore of the Gulf of Finland, involving much more local people (St.Petersburg)

Pilot project!!!! To acquire (by CCB, VAK) the part of the widest gray dune (50 000 sq.m.) area near the Pavilosta, which is private property now and/or is not protected. Take it under CCB/VAK protection (Guna Grimsta, VAK) – to discuss!!!! (grey dunes are in the Annex I of the Habitats Directive of the EU)

Propaganda of local Habitat Values as a basis for Sustainable Development, distribution of the vision of local people, involve more people to the public participation process for the protection this Values against harmful installation (CB - book, Sandra – Inform Centers)

Informing  general public concerning water and coastal environmental issue through CCB Information center (St.Petersburg public center for environmental information) 

Establish and develop local informational and educational Centers for dissemination information about coastal projects, for raising public awareness, promotion of public participation (Elita..)

Workshops with local scientists, NGOs, local people (Inese)

Raising public awareness concerning sustainable lifestyle, 

“Youth vision of sustainable development”, collection and distribution of youth  environmentally friendly initiatives” (CB)

  Children vision of sustainable development: exhibition-conference for teachers,-how to make creative teaching objects from waste materials.(FOE Latvia, “Green Centre” Liepaja, Inese Eistere)

Initiate and develop projects, directed to the  EDUCATION FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT on the all age levels, for various target groups, methodical trainings for teacher, NGO educators.
