PRACTICAL INFORMATION

Venue/Accommodation

The conference and general meeting will be held at the Lärkkulla school and conference centre, 2 km from downtown Karjaa and Karjaa trainstation. Travelling

How to get from Helsinki airport to Helsinki railway station

There is a bus leaving from outside the airport building going to downtown Helsinki. The bus number is 615 and it leaves from platform 21. The bus ride takes about 35 minutes and the bus arrives at the railway station in downtown Helsinki.

Getting to Karjaa by car

From Helsinki take the main road number 51/25 to Hankoo. When you approach Karjaa, take the first turning to Karjaa from main road 25. Drive about 500 meters until you drive under a bridge; turn right directly after the bridge. You are now driving up a hill. Turn right at the first crossing at the top of the hill. Now you should be at Lärkkullavägen, which is the name of the right road. The conference center Lärkkulla is at the end of the road, up on a hill to the left from the road. 

Travelling to Karjaa by train

There are good train connections between Helsinki and Karjaa. You can find timetables for train at the web pages of the Finnish railway at www.vr.fi. You can switch language at the top of the main page. Note that the price varies between the types of trains. Pendolino and Intercity trains are more expensive (about 16 euro) than commuter trains (about 9 euro).

Train tickets are best to be purchased in advance at the train station. The train ride from Helsinki to Karjaa takes approximately one hour. 

Reimbursement of expenses

The expenses for your travels will be reimbursed after the conference, when the CCB secretariat has received your original tickets together with a travel reimbursement form. The reimbursement form is available at http://www.ccb.se/documents/Treimb.doc and also at the conference.

Note that it is not possible to get reimbursed in cash at the conference.
Excursion

On Sunday there will be an excursion going to the visitor centre of Tammisaari Archipelago National Park with presentation of the centre, films from the archipelago both under water and above. There is also a possibility to visit the beautiful old town of Tammisaari. After the visitor centre the excursion bus will drive to Helsinki where the World Village Festival is held (http://www.maailmakylassa.fi/english). At the festival different environmental NGOs present their work to the public.
Working Group Discussion on CCB Priority Areas

All participants will at registration on arrival at the conference centre assign which working group they would like to participate in. The working groups will have in-depth discussions about CCB priority sub-areas. These discussions will be the base when developing the CCB Work programme for 2009. Lead parties are responsible for preparation of the agenda and facilitation of the discussions in the Working Groups.

A poster exhibition will be held in connection to the conference. All participants are welcome to present their work connected to the theme of the conference on a poster. Also posters presenting other work that is done within the CCB Member organisations connected to all CCB Priority Areas are mostly welcome.
