SECTION A

STATISTICAL DATA

            your national authorities keep register of industrial pig farms?

b) What  is  the  number  of  farms  with 200-2000  pigs (if you easily can find 

     such info)?
c) If your country  have  big cattle  farms,  giving same kind of problem as big

    pig-farms (you  can  also report  on  this  but  in such  cases give number of 

    cows per farm)?

d) Are  there  ecological  pig  farms  (registered as Ecological)  in the  country   

    (give numbers and sizes)? 

2) How many industrial farms have integrated permits already issued?

3) What is the total livestock density of all industrial farms in the country? (How many pigs are there in all industrial farms in the country?).
4) How big is the total acreage of fertilization fields (in hectares) that industrial farms possess? (How many hectares of fields are used by industrial pig farms for fertilization in the country?).

5) What is the location of the large-scale pig farms in the country (point them out on the map of the country)?

SECTION B

THE MANAGMENT OF FERTILIZER

6) How is the manure managed by industrial farms?  Is it spread on land? Can it be sold to other farmers? Are there other alternative solutions like: bio-gas production, energy production? 

7) How is the manure stored? What is the minimum level of capacity for storing of manure (the number of months)?  Does the country legislation oblige industrial farms to reduce ammonia emission from liquid and solid manure storage? In what way? Please provide the name of legal act.  

8) Do industrial pig farms have fertilization plans (information about the fertilization system and procedures used in particular farm)? 

9) Does you national legislation oblige industrial farms (or other farmers who apply manure on land) to reduce ammonia emission while spreading the manure on land? Does it provide for specific technical solutions or is it general rule? Please provide the name of the legal act.

10) Are there any legal provisions that limit or prevent spreading the manure in winter or during disadvantage weather conditions (freez, snow, rain). Is there period defined when spreading manure is forbidden? If yes please give a name of the legal act. 

11) Is there Best Environmental Technology or Best Available Technology documents available in your national language (optionally it can be Code of Good Environmental Practice in Agriculture)? 

SECTION C

TRANSPARENCY OF INEGRATED PERMIT PROCEDURES

12) What is the participation of society in integrated permits procedures? Do the authorities announce opening the integrated permit procedure? Can individuals comment on submitted (by the farm owner) documents? Can NGOs participate in the procedure as a party? Can NGO appeal the integrated permit to higher instance or to court?
